Guidance on teaching 2 weeks of Judaism in Autumn Term 2011
The material offered in the Here I Am folder can be spread over 2 weeks of teaching, i.e. 10% of teaching time each week. This will enable pupils and teachers to take more time to consolidate learning, use more resources and engage in more activities. Beware of trying to do everything in every year group. The learning is developmental and the outline below will help to show progression and what is to be taught in each year group. There are many resources around including books, pictures, DVDs, videos, websites, CD ROMs.  Be creative! 

Each school is entitled to a free ‘Jewish Way of Life’ CD Rom which can be found on an excellent web site www.jwol.org.uk so please make use of it.
Ensure each year group covers the following over 2 weeks. 

Y1 

Simple story of Creation. (‘Godly Play’can be used here). Introduce Shabbat as a day of rest. Show DVD/big books of Jewish way of life so pupils can recognise words, phrases, signs and symbols of Judaism.

Y2

Use both a and b sets of lessons in folder. Recap Y1 learning. Creation story in more detail. Shabbat. Kiddush. Synagogue (visit if possible). Torah.

Y3

Recap Y2 learning about Scriptures, Torah and Synagogue. Visit if possible or watch DVD.  Stories about Abraham.  Focus on Shema (good DVD from St. Paul’s – The Shema – The promise begins). Mezuzah.
Y4

Recap Torah and Shema. Story of Moses and 10 Commandments. Torah in more depth. Visit synagogue or watch DVD. Bar and Bat Mitzvah.

Y5

Recap special occasions in a Jew’s life. Pesach – story of the Exodus (Chapter 12). Passover and how it is celebrated.

Y6
Recap Jewish festivals and way of life. Rosh Hashanah. Yom Kippur – Teshuvah. Mikveh. Sukkot. Hannukah.
