TOPIC:  Celebrations
Many illustrations from “God’s Story” 1 and “Church’s Story” 1 CD-ROMs can be used to resource this topic   
	Personal, social and emotional development 
	

	· Pupils use some stories, including those from the Bible, as a stimulus to reflect on their own feelings and experiences and explore them in various ways
	Having read ‘a Sunday Celebration’  and discussed the Key questions children could:
· Talk about the different artefacts used within the story
· Have you used/seen any of these before? Where?
· Draw a picture of a church and some of the things you would find inside.
( AT2 i )

	· Using a story as a stimulus, pupils reflect on the words and actions of characters and decide what they would have done in a similar situation
	After reading and discussing the Key Questions on page 271 (AT1 i )
· Think about the actions of Mary and Joseph. God’s Story (pp. 28/29)
· What did they do in the temple?
·  Pretend you are Mary/Joseph – re-enact the story, saying/showing how you felt.

	· Using role-play as a stimulus, pupils talk about some of the ways in which people show love and concern for others and why this is important
	· Retell, through role-play the story of ‘A visit to the Temple’. Having listened to the story  the children could: (AT1 iii) 
· ‘Hot-seat’ Joseph and/or Mary
· Think about ways in which we can thank God.

	· Pupils think about issues of right and wrong and how humans help one another
	· Think about ways in which people helped one another prepare for the celebration (p.270)
· Draw a time when you have helped with a special celebration (AT1 iii)

	Communication, language and literacy
	

	· Pupils have opportunities to respond creatively, imaginatively and meaningfully to memorable experiences
	· Arrange a visit to the local church.
· Invite the children to create a collage of all the things they see in a church.

· Act out different things we do when we visit a church.( AT1 i)

	· Using a religious celebration as a stimulus, pupils talk about special events associated with the celebration
	· As a class, each group could contribute to an aspect of a class/school assembly linked to the celebration of Mass and or ‘Visit to church’.

	· Through artefacts, stories and music, pupils learn about important religious celebrations
	· As a class discuss the prayers we say and the things we see and do at Church.
· Listen to some of the hymns (entrance, offertory) we sing – express these through dance/movement.
· Share, discuss and draw the different artefacts ( cross, bowl, plate, candles)



	Knowledge and understanding of the world
	

	· Pupils ask and answer questions about religion as it occurs naturally within their everyday experience
	· Encourage children to talk about the ways in which we celebrate with God at Mass on Sunday and on other days. ( AT2 i)

	· Pupils are able to identify a special place for prayer in the classroom
	· During the topic create a quiet, prayerful atmosphere with a lit candle to reflect and pray. Renew the Prayer area with pupils’ thoughts/prayers as the topic progresses.  (AT1 ii)

	· Pupils visit the local church (or priest visits the children)
	· If possible, visit the local church. Locate and draw different objects/artefacts (altar, tabernacle, and font).  (AT1 iii)

	· Pupils handle religious artefacts with curiosity and respect
	· Pupils could use and handle the artefact from the story (p.270) (AT1 ii)

	· Having visited a place for prayer, or the parish church, pupils learn new words associated with the place, showing respect
	· .Identify, learn and draw new words and symbols learned on the visit to church. (AT2 ii)
· Pupils could place these new words and symbols in their Prayer area.

	Creative development
	

	· Using religious artefacts as a stimulus, pupils think about, and express, meanings associated with the artefact
	· Within the Prayer area, pupils could use photographs, pictures and objects associated with the celebration of Mass to encourage discussion.       ( AT2 ii)

	· Pupils share their own experiences and feelings, and those of others, and are supported in reflecting on them
	· Allow children to share their own experiences of what they have learned.
· Share their experiences/feelings of celebrations. (create a class collage)

Further suggestions for ‘Free Play’ activities and Learning Environment opportunities;

· Create an area with stimulus to reflect on their local church (e.g. pictures, photographs, objects, key words etc.) 
· Provide  music to listen and dance to e.g. ‘Come and celebrate 
· Provide ‘jigsaw’ pictures of church artefact/objects (font, cross, altar). Pupils can put these together and name them. 
· Children could create a collage pictures/photographs linked to the topic.
· Provide ‘stain glass’ windows for the children to colour, each containing one/two symbols.
· Provide dressing-up clothes for pupils to re-enact the stories and scenarios within the topic.
· Using symbols from widget.com and magazine pictures the children could cut and stick these to create a collage of Celebrations.
· Provide pictures from God’s Story (pp. 28/29) Church’s Story 1 (pp.12-13/30-31) for children to look at and talk about. Use these to help them draw their own images.
· Provide a range of materials (paints, felt tips, pencils, felt, and paper) that pupils can use to design their own ‘Come, Let Us Celebrate’ picture.
· Create a ‘flow map’ sequence of things that happen in church on a Sunday.
· Provide ICT drawing programmes which enable the children to : draw a church, ‘drag and drop’ pictures of objects from a church, to create their own picture.
· Provide simple prayer cards with ‘I thank you God for…..’

What must I do in this topic to enable pupils to achieve this level, and demonstrate understanding?
Topic: Celebrations                         Level:   One                     Year Groups:  One
AT1(i): Beliefs, teachings and sources – Recognise some religious stories 
	· Classify pictures of Jesus in the Temple and Presentation (p 62 & 63 God S 2 ) and pictures from other story books in your library into religious and non-religious stories eg using sorting circles, Venn diagrams.

· Role play the Presentation of Jesus and/or Jesus in the Temple

· Label/annotate religious stories and name characters using God’s Story p 28/20 or God’s Story 2 (pp 62 & 63)


· Collect a number of pictures of celebrations. Some need to be related to parish celebrations e.g. from Church’s Story books and CD and Welcome to the Mass (St Paul’s); some related to family/school celebrations. As an individual, small group or class activity, ask pupils to:

      Identify and name which pictures are ‘religious’

· Using some of the pictures from Church’s Story 2 p6-25 ask the children to talk about/label/write/scribe what they see and what is happening, using religious words and phrases.

AT1 (ii): Celebration and ritual – Recognise some religious signs and symbols and use some religious words and phrases
· Label pictures of areas in the church where the parish family gathers, e.g. altar, aisle, lectern etc. (Church’s Story 2 p 6-13, p 18) or ideally visit the parish church. Say what happens there. 

· Create a zigzag book with pictures and words in from the Mass, e.g. altar servers, readers, bread, wine, sign of the cross, sign of peace, Bidding Prayers, priest etc.

AT1(iii): Social and moral practices and way of life – recognise that people, because of their religion,act in a particular way
· Ask question of priest/teacher/chaplaincy member: Why they you go to mass on Sundays and what do they do there?’ Annotate picture (s) of the people they have interviewed.

· ‘Hot seat’ Mary and Joseph and ask them why they took Jesus to the Temple when he was a baby. Record using ‘thought bubbles.

AT2 (i):_ Engagement with their own and others’ beliefs and values – Talk about their own experiences and feelings

	· Draw a picture of a family celebration with faces annotated to show feelings of themselves and others and talk about it or bring in pictures from home of celebrations and talk about them.

· In pairs, discuss Church Story 1 p 30/31: ‘What do you think the children are celebrating?’  ‘How do they feel?’  How would you feel if you were at this celebration? 
· Set up a Circle Time session focussing on ‘I remember when I celebrated………’


AT2 (ii); Engagement with questions of meaning and purpose – Say what they wonder about
· Begin the topic with a picture of a celebration.  Invite children to say what they wonder about the picture (in groups or class circle time). Record using ‘thought bubbles’ or ‘wonder wall’ (or any other appropriate way)
· Make a visit to the parish Church (or use a picture) and ask children to finish the sentence, ‘I   wonder….?’ Record as above.

What must I do in this topic to enable pupils to achieve this level, and  demonstrate understanding?
Topic: Celebrations                         Level:   Two         Year Groups: Two
AT1(i): Beliefs, teachings and sources – Retell some special stories about religious events and people 
· Retell (write, sequence or role play etc) the Presentation in the Temple. [Possibly from the viewpoint of Mary, Joseph or Simeon] or dramatise the text using finger puppets of the characters.

· Write a Newspaper report telling the story of Presentation or pretend you are a TV reporter and record your report for TV. 
· Write an email or letter (or talk) to a friend who has never been to church telling them how the parish family celebrates together on Sunday.
AT1 (ii): Celebration and ritual – Use religious words and phrases to describe some religious actions and symbols

· Make a poster to show what happens in the parish/school on the feast of the Presentation using key vocabulary.  Talk to a partner/group/class/teacher about it describing what is happening. 

· Dramatise ‘the parish celebrates’. Sequence/tell the story using words and pictures.

· Give children the 6 key words (Here I Am p 270) and ask them to illustrate/create photos for at least four of them.  Use an interviewer to ask questions about the illustrations so they talk about them to the class or record an interview. 
· Using a selection of images from Church Story 2/Welcome to the Mass describe how the parish family celebrates a Sunday (Saturday evening) Mass.
AT1(iii): Social and moral practices and way of life – Describe some ways in which religion is lived out by believers

· Write/create a list of ‘School Rules’ for a new pupil, following St Paul’s advice from his letter to the Colossians (3: 12-17 Here I Am p 270.)

· Retell or dramatize ‘the parish celebrates a feast day’. Discuss/write about how Catholics celebrate mass together on a Sunday.

· Give each child a picture of the local church and ask them to answer the question ‘What celebrations happen here and why’?  Record in any appropriate form.
AT2 (i):_ Engagement with their own and others’ beliefs and values – Ask and respond to questions about their own & others’ experiences & feelings

	· Draw up a list of questions to ask your friends about celebrating their birthday (include questions about experiences and feelings).  In pairs take turns to ask your questions and have your partner respond.

· After the Rejoice celebration draw up a list of questions to ask your friends about the celebration. (Include questions about experiences and feelings).  In pairs take turns to ask your questions and have your partner respond.

· Using the picture from Church Story 2 p. 25, draw up a list of questions you’d like to ask the illustrator about his/her choice of people, decorations, colours etc.



AT2(ii); Engagement with questions of meaning and purpose – Ask questions about what they wonder about and realise that some of these questions are difficult to answer.

· Draw up a list of questions would you like to ask Mary (after the Presentation in the Temple).

      Classify questions into  : Only one answer/ lots of different answers/Difficult to answer
· Church Story 2 p 33 – thought bubble of ‘I wonder...’ coming out of the little boy’s wearing a red tie’s head. Children complete thought bubble individually then share with others in a group. Each child in the group can then classify the questions into 2 groups: 1. Questions I could answer. 2. Questions I find difficult to answer.

Topic:      Celebrations        Level:   Three              Year Groups:  Three/Four
AT1(i): Beliefs, teachings and sources – Make links between religious stories and  beliefs 

	· Provide children with artefacts (or pictures) from the sacraments studied e.g candle, white garment, wedding ring, prayers, water, oil, bread and wine, priest’s outfit etc) Children are to make links between the artefact – a sacrament – and the belief symbolised.
· Record and illustrate in your own way the words, actions, symbols and gifts of the sacrament of marriage.


AT1 (ii): Celebration and ritual – Use a developing religious vocabulary to give reasons for religious actions and symbols

· Make a glossary/chart of the reason why symbols are used in Sacraments, ie:

	Sacrament 
	What is said
	What is done
	Reason for action/symbols

	Baptism
	I baptise you….
	Pouring water
	Gift of new life


· Using religious vocabulary, give a running commentary for a video clip of one of the Sacraments for a TV programme. Ensure you give viewers the reasons for the actions and symbols being used.
· Having explored the actions and symbols used in Matrimony/Ordination, use the pictures from Church’s Story 3 to sequence the celebration, explaining why rings are exchanged/the priest’s hands are anointed etc.

AT1 (iii): Social and moral practices and way of life – Give reasons for certain actions by believers
	· Ask children to draw up a selection of reasons to be baptised/married/ordained etc and ask them to prioritise in a pyramid form.  Share with a partner.

· Hot seat Mary and Joseph and ask them to give 5 reasons why they took Jesus to the Temple when he was a baby. Prioritise their answers in a list in order of importance 1-5.


AT2 (i):_ Engagement with their own and others’ beliefs and values – Make links to show how feelings and beliefs affect their behaviour and that of others
· Interview the local parish priest, nun or deacon.  Ask prepared questions on why they chose a religious order. Identify any feelings and beliefs which led to their choice.

AT2 (ii); Engagement with questions of meaning and purpose – Compare their own and other people’s ideas about questions that are difficult to answer

· Create a ‘Wonderwall’.  Each child can add at least 2 questions they find difficult to answer about the Sacraments studied.  ‘Share and compare’ their questions with a partner to find similarities and differences or to draw a conclusions about their difficult questions. Each child to record:  1.My questions

                                         2.(name of other child)’s questions

                                         3.Similarities/differences/conclusion

Topic:           Celebrations                  Level:  Four             Year Group: Five / Six     
AT1(i): Beliefs, teachings and sources – Describe and show understanding of religious sources, beliefs, ideas, feelings and experiences; making links between them
· Write a paragraph to describe what beliefs about God are expressed in the special prayers for a funeral mass (p 396) and say how they make you feel. Do they remind you of any event you have experienced? Link these beliefs to any scripture passages they remind you of.

· Role-play the sacrament of the sick. Freeze frame at key moments and describe

· Feelings

· Emotions

· Why do we do this?

· How will it change the person?

· What does this prayer/reading tell us?

· Where in the bible would we find this expressed?

· Write a newspaper report on the marriage of a famous person. Include descriptions of the ceremony, interviews and comments regarding feelings and beliefs of those who attended.

AT1 (ii): Celebration and ritual - Use religious terms to show an understanding of different liturgies
	· Plan a sacrament of the sick for a sick relative and a funeral mass for someone who has died in the parish.


· Draw a Double Bubble or Venn diagram. Use religious terms to show the similarities and differences between Anointing the Sick and a Funeral Mass. Use this to share with a friend or to write a piece for the parish magazine.

AT1 (iii): Social and moral practices and way of life – Show understanding of how religious belief shapes life 
	· Research significant religious figures who helped the sick e.g. Mother Teresa, St. Damien, St. Francis etc. Try to uncover what beliefs shaped their lives and the work they did.

· Construct a timeline/diagram/mind map taking a person from ‘cradle to grave’. Write/draw on it a range of religious celebrations throughout their life. Write about how each of the celebrations had an effect on the person and shaped the way they lived their life.


AT2 (i): Engagement with own and others beliefs and values – Show how own and others’ decisions are informed by beliefs and values
	· Thought shower: Why might a Catholic want to have a funeral Mass?  Why might a Catholic want to choose to celebrate the sacrament of the sick? What decision would I make and why?

· Write a Sacramental plan for yourself.  Which Sacraments would I like/not like to receive during my life and why? Ensure you name what beliefs and values influenced your choices. Compare your plan with a friend. Write about or produce a Venn diagram to illustrate similarities and differences.


AT2 (ii): Engagement with questions of meaning and purpose – Engage with and respond to questions of life in the light of religious teaching

· Create a leaflet for the Prayer Room to answer the question, ‘Why celebrate a funeral mass for the dead? Or ‘Why is Anointing of the Sick an important sacrament for Catholics?’

· Write a persuasive/convincing argument on either ‘Why have a funeral mass?’ or ‘What’s the point of receiving the anointing of the sick?’.

    Persuading - think the main meaning of a funeral mass/anointing is ../Some people say.. but I disagree because../The reason I believe this is..

    Convincing -The main emphasis of our celebration has to be… because /I’m sure what matters most is …

 What must I do in this topic to enable pupils to achieve this level, and demonstrate understanding?
Topic:      Celebrations            Level:  Five            Year Group: Five/ Six (G+T)     
AT1 (i): Beliefs, teachings and sources – Identify sources of religious belief and explain how distinctive religious beliefs arise

· Discuss the scripture reading: Luke 2: 25-32. Simeon celebrates the coming of Jesus of Nazareth. How do we celebrate his coming to us in word and in sacrament?
· Discuss the seven sacraments and how these are central to Christian belief and to the 
liturgical life of the Church. 

· Design a presentation on some/all of the Sacraments explaining how they are special moments; signs of God-with-us who journeys with his people; signs of strength and blessing for life and Christian belief.
AT1 (ii): Celebration and ritual – Describe and explain the meaning and purpose of a variety of forms of worship
· At the end of ‘Relate’ create a power point presentation describing and explaining the meaning and purpose of the sacrament of the sick and a funeral mass. (Include words, symbols and actions).

AT1 (iii): Social and moral practices and way of life – Identify similarities and differences between peoples’ responses to social and moral issues because of their beliefs. 
· Explore a situation in the world today or locally/nationally, possibly linked to a current crisis/war (looking at the role played by those human values involved in Eucharistic celebration). Investigate the situation and identify the standpoints taken. Why might the views of a Christian differ from that of a non-Christian? (some research on a relevant story will be necessary) 
· Prepare an account/presentation based on what you find, identifying the similarities and differences between peoples’ responses. Link this to those human values which are involved in Eucharistic celebration; acting as a community, exchanging greetings, to forgive and ask for forgiveness, the experience of symbolic actions.
AT2 (i): Engagement with own and others beliefs and values –Explain what beliefs and values inspire and influence me and others 

· Explore, read and discuss Luke 2:25 – 32.Note the key words and phrases, providing explanation for these.
· Simeon celebrates the coming of Jesus of Nazareth. Explain (through a piece of writing of your choice) how we celebrate his coming to us in word and sacrament and how this inspires/influences us and others.
AT2(ii): Engagement with questions of meaning and purpose – Demonstrate how religious beliefs and teaching give some explanation of the purpose and meaning of human life

· Having studied and discussed the significance of a funeral Mass and the related words and symbols, create an explanation for a non-Christian as to what this Sacrament, and others mean for us as Christians.(Purpose and meaning).
