


CORONAVIRUS – Step 3 out of lockdown

On Monday May 10, the Prime Minister announced further relaxations in the restrictions that had been previously put into place to prevent spread of the virus.

These relaxations come into effect on Monday May 17 2021, and it is important to note that whilst relaxations are to be implemented there are still many restrictions that will remain in place.

	Considered to be social event and not registered educational therefore 6 person max

	Considered to be social event and not registered educational therefore 6 person max

	Childrens parties
	Considered to be social event and not registered educational therefore 6 person max

	Chess club
	Considered to be social event and not registered educational therefore 6 person max

	St Anthony’s SVP
	Considered as well-being support

	University use talks/lectures etc
	Educational
